Ms. Ada FUNG, Chairperson of the Committee on Construction Safety said, “Safety of
construction personnel is of paramount importance to our industry. These guidelines aim
to promote safe practices for Builders’ Lift Work, with reference to the core ingredients of
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a safe system of work principles of risk assessment and elimination, hazard reduction,
accident prevention and protection of occupants, workers and other personnel.”

“In developing and implementing a safe system for any Builders’ Lift Work, the Main
Contractor and the Lift Contractor should also comply with the advices as stipulated in
the Code of Practice on the Design and Construction of Builders’ Lifts, and to follow other
requirements governing the safety aspects of Builders’ Lift Work stipulated under the
relevant Ordinances, Regulations, Codes of Practice and Circulars,” she added.
